Since going “year round” in 1971, yearly use
has grown to approximately 15,000.

Since 1985, a group ropes initiatives course, a
new dining hall, 20 new cabins, an
environmental education center, and swimming
pool have been built and most of the older
buildings have been remodeled.

Annually, more than $30,000 in discounts and
camperships are awarded so that no one is
turned away from Lutherlyn because of
financial need.

Over the years, Lutherlyn has played a decisive
role or nurturing role in lives of many people
who are now in full time church vocations
including the ordained ministry, youth work, and
outdoor ministries.

Lutherlyn is accredited and approved by the
American Camp Association as a camp that
meets the highest standards of excellence in
program, safety, and professional practice.

A new Worship and Music Center is under
construction and will be ready for use in 2009.
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
