Dear Friends in Christ: 
 
My letter is a little longer this month than usual.  I hope that you will read it and    
consider it carefully as it addresses what I believe are some very important situations 
in the life of our congregation and the larger church. 
 

It’s always nice to have options.  It’s good to have choices.  What if cars came in only 
one make, model, and color?  What if you went to vote and there was only one      
candidate for each office from only one political party?  What if everyone was forced 
to think and act exactly alike?  Not only would the world be boring, there would be no 
progress.  Advancement only comes through the free interaction, and healthy        
competition, of a diversity of ideas and opinions.   
 

For some time I have been blessed to work as a volunteer with an organization known 
as the American Lutheran Publicity Bureau (ALPB).  This is an independent Lutheran 
publisher serving our Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA), the Lutheran 
Church - Missouri Synod (LC-MS), and all the other Lutheran bodies in North   
America, but not officially affiliated with any of them.  The ALPB calls itself “the 
independent voice for Lutherans” and being independent it can be free to be            
affirming or constructively critical of the church without any conflict of interest.  
Freedom of the press is important in the church just as it is in the secular world.  We 
would not want only one news agency controlling the flow of all news, expressing 
only one perspective on events and policies. 
 

I am especially excited these days about another group I belong to, an umbrella group 
for several different reform groups in the ELCA, called the Lutheran Coalition for 
Reform, or Lutheran CORE for short.  One of the principles of the Lutheran           
Reformation is that the church is in constant need of reform.  The work of defending 
the faith and spreading the gospel is never done.  That is what Lutheran CORE is all 
about and their efforts are particularly needed in the ELCA at this time. 
 

There is a lot of talk about sexuality and the church these days, but by far sexuality is 
not the only divisive issue in the church today.  I generally try to keep a positive     
attitude, but there are some rather distressing facts that I need to share with you.  Due 
to budget concerns, the ELCA publishing house, Augsburg Fortress, is scaling back 
its inventory of church supplies and downsizing its publishing operation.  All the 
Augsburg Fortress retail stores have been closed, including the one in our synod.  The 
ELCA’s 47 year old radio ministry, “Grace Matters,” was cancelled for financial   
reasons.  The ELCA just recently adjusted its budget, cutting staff and paring back its 
programs and ministries including big reductions in global missions.  Our own synod 
has experienced several consecutive years of budget deficits, with a deficit of 
$165,000 being projected for 2009.  The ELCA has warned synods that the fallout 
from decisions to be made at the 2009 Churchwide Assembly could have even greater 
negative effects on ELCA and synodical finances.   
 

Moreover, there have been concerns in recent years that some of the ELCA’s         
full-communion agreements with other denominations have not been faithful to our 
Lutheran beliefs about the sacraments and the primacy of God’s Word as our rule and 
norm for all doctrine.  There are concerns that the name of God (Father, Son and Holy  
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Spirit) and other biblical names for God (such as Lord) have been omitted, or merely 
made optional, in new worship resources and hymnody.  Most of all there are concerns 
that existing social statements and proposed social statements do not reflect the         
traditional teachings of scripture and the beliefs of the majority of Lutherans and other 
Christians.   
 

What is so exciting about Lutheran CORE is that it has in the works alternative         
resources that address many of these concerns.  They, along with independent Lutheran 
publishers Sola and Reclaim, are producing worship materials, educational curriculum, 
and other items that I would be very interested in considering for use in our parish.  My 
style of ministry, and our style of programming here at The Good Shepherd, has always 
been eclectic, picking and choosing the best, most faithful resources from the various 
ELCA, LC-MS, and other Lutheran and Christian publishers and service providers.   
 

For instance, the popular youth event Youthquake is led by an unaffiliated Lutheran  
organization.  We have purchased our Vacation Bible School curricula from various 
publishers over the years including the LC-MS.  We purchase church supplies wherever 
we receive the best prices and have the best selection.  Some of the most noted Lutheran 
theologians today publish their works through other denominations’ press ministries.  I 
draw from many different styles of worship and various denominational hymnals when I 
plan worship services.  I am also a supporter of the global mission work done by “Voice 
of the Martyrs,” a non-denominational ministry founded by a Rumanian Lutheran     
pastor.   
 

Lutheran churches have always entrusted a great deal of authority to the local           
congregation.  We honor our ties to the synod and the churchwide structure, but we   
recognize that the context, history, and personality of each congregation is unique.  
There is no “one size fits all” model for congregational life.  I believe it is right and 
healthy for us, as a congregation of God’s people in this place, to selectively participate 
in both ELCA and other pan-Lutheran and ecumenical ministries and programs as we 
are informed by our conscience and practical concerns.  I expect this idea of “selective 
participation” will serve us well and grow over time in this congregation and throughout 
the church.  There is room for some diversity in the church as long as we stay faithful to 
scripture.   
 

Many congregations these days are un-affiliating with their denominations.  Some    
Lutheran congregations have already left the ELCA and many more are expected to 
leave or otherwise disengage from the ELCA after August 2009.  Lutheran CORE does 
not have that as a goal; they are adamant about staying in the ELCA and working within 
the system as much as possible, even as a “loyal minority” if necessary.  Lutheran 
CORE has a constituting convention coming up in September 2009.  I am very hopeful 
about the new possibilities they will create for mission and ministry.  As I said, it is 
something I am excited about, and something I hope our congregation can support.

 Lay School of Theology - June 26 to 28, 209 - Thiel College 
 

   Faculty and Courses 
 

 

Dr. Lisa Dahill:  “Spirituality of the Psalms” 
 

This course will explore the book of Psalms as a resource for Christian prayer, worship, and spirituality.  We will use various means 
of engaging the Psalms:  historical, literary, liturgical, and devotional.  In addition to lectures, the sessions will include the opportu-
nity to pray with various Psalms and to explore both familiar favorites and new discoveries.  We will give attention as well to how 
Martin Luther and Dietrich Bonhoeffer used the Psalms. 
 

Session 1: Orientation to the Course, to One Another, and to the Psalter. 
  We will have a chance to share favorite psalm texts with one another and learn about overarching  
  features of the Book of Psalms as a whole. 
 

Session II: Psalms as Word of God and Human Prayer. 
  This session will explore the Psalms as Word of God addressing people in a wide range of situations  
  and contexts, and as models and guides for our prayer to God.  We will also look at Psalms that express 
  God’s wisdom, royal dominion, and the shape of a flourishing human life. 
 

Session III: Psalms of Dis-Orientation. 
  This session invites us to encounter how the Psalms give voice to lament: the expression to God of  
  pain, grief, anger, fear, doubt, or confusion. 
 

Session IV: Psalms of Re-Orientation. 
  Here we will explore how God responds to the laments voiced in the Psalms, using particular Psalm 
  texts that show the surprising and restorative presence and action of God. 
 

Session V: Psalms in Our own Prayer. 
  This evening session will provide an opportunity for more-contemplative engagement with Psalms  
  particularly beloved to each person, as well as the opportunity to learn about new ways of praying  
  with the Psalms. 
 

Session VI: Psalms in Christian Worship. 
  The final session will look at how Christians have used the Psalms in worship over 2000 years, from  
  contexts ranging from monasteries to homes, catacombs to cathedrals.  How do our congregations use  
  the Psalms in worship?  How can we help invite other worshipers into deep worshipful encounter 
  with God here?

Dr. Charles Myers: “The Genuis of Mark the Evangelist” 
 

Down through the years the Gospel of Mark has taken a back seat to the Gospels of Matthew and Luke.  The reasons for the depre-
ciation of Mark are many and varied.   In the first place, Mark does not have the literary polish of Luke or the highly stylized format 
of Matthew.  Furthermore, Mark’s Gospel is the shortest of the canonical Gospels, and it lacks some of the familiar stories about and 
teachings of Jesus that the other Gospels contain.  As a result, the Gospel of Mark has been overshadowed by the “fuller” and “more 
refined” accounts of Matthew and Luke. 
 

In recent years there has been an ever-increasing appreciation for the Gospel of Mark.  As the earliest of the canonical Gospels, 
Mark’s Gospel represents a remarkable literary achievement.  For this reason, Mark’s poignant portrayal of the life, death, and resur-
rection of Jesus Christ will be the focus of the class.  Such pertinent topics as the identity of Jesus, the role of suffering in the life of 
Christ and his followers, the meaning of true discipleship, and the proper place of miracles in the Christian community will be con-
sidered. 
 

Be sure to bring your Bible and your questions for what promises to be an exciting and thought provoking study.
